Emerging Problems:

· Shortage of Quality seed corms.

· About 5 lac seed corms/ha are recommended. 

· The ideal seed corms should be 12 gms in wt or +7cm size.

· The cost of seed corms is very high (Rs 1.80lacs/Ha).

· Non use of organic manures/chemical fertilizer in traditional crop.

· Corm rot is a threat to saffron cultivation.

· Traditionally a rain fed crop grown in parched lands. There is no provision for life saving irrigation.

Adaptive Trials: 

Adaptive trials on saffron cultivation in non-traditional area of udhampur district has shown positive results in the initial two years. Trials if found successful can boost saffron cultivation in non-traditional areas of     Jammu    division.
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
